Hypothermia by Mick
Mitchell the Training
Officer

Whilst it may be hot and sunny
when you receive this Summer
edition Mick is aware that in
the depths of winter some of us
might be tempted to venture
out and so offered this
contribution.

Hypothermia

Most of our regattas are run
during the winter months and
hypothermia is an ever present
hazard. The combination of low
temperatures, wind and water
are ideal conditions for this
potential Killer.

The latest edition (9th) of the
St John First Aid Manual
covers the subject in three
pages out of 288. This is
acceptable for general First Aid
situations but as | have already
pointed out our sport is
particularly susceptible to this
condition.

I know that the FED requires
the presence of competent first
aiders at its National Regattas
but there can often be
situations when this is not
available so | have culled the
following from the excellent
web site.

Symptoms of mild
hypothermia
violent, uncontrollable
shivering
inability to think or pay
attention to events
confusion (some people
don't realise they are
affected)

loss of judgement and
reasoning

difficulty moving around
or stumbling

feeling fearful

memory loss

fumbling hands
drowsiness

slurred speech
listlessness and
indifference

slow, shallow breathing
and weak pulse

Treating someone with mild
hypothermia

Things you should do:

move the person
indoors, or somewhere
warm, as soon as
possible

ensure that they
change out of any wet

clothing
wrap them in blankets,
towels, coats

whatever you have -
protecting the head and
torso as a priority. Your
own body heat can help
someone with
hypothermia - try gently
hugging them

increase  activity  if
possible, but not to the
point where sweating
occurs, which cools the
skin down again

if possible, give the
person carbohydrates
to eat to provide rapid
energy, or fats to
provide prolonged fuel
to the body

give them warm drinks,
but not alcohol, and
once body temperature
has increased, be sure
to keep the person
warm and dry

Things you should NOT do:

reewarm an elderly
person using a bath as
this may send cold
blood from the body's
surfaces to the heart or
brain too suddenly, and
may cause a stroke or
heart attack

apply direct heat (hot
water, a heating pad
etc.) to the arms and
legs as this forces cold
blood back to the major
organs, making the
condition worse

give the person alcohol
to drink, as this will
decrease the body's
ability to retain heat

rub or massage the
person as, in severe
cases of hypothermia,
there is a risk of heart
attack (it is very
important to be gentle)

Symptoms of
hypothermia

severe

loss of control of hands,
feet, and limbs
shivering stops
unconsciousness
shallow or no breathing
weak, irregular or no
pulse

stiff muscles, and
dilated pupils

Shivering is a good guide to
how severe the hypothermia is.
If the person can stop shivering
of their own accord,
hypothermia is mild, but if they
cannot stop shivering, it is
moderate to severe.

Severe hypothermia needs
urgent medical treatment in
hospital.
