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The 2010 World and European Championships will be held in 
Belgium at De Panne; it’s a superb beach if a tad wet at times as 
the above photo taken during the racing on the Sunday 
demonstrates.  If anyone is considering competing in the 
Championships it is highly recommended that you attend one of the 
earlier events to accustom yourself to the conditions which are 
totally different to anything in Britian.  See Page 2 for the full 
Krabrally report.

When I started sailing I 
understood that there were 
several events which every 
landyachter should participant 
it, these were: 
 
1. A European Championship 
at St Peter Ording 
 
2. The Breck 6 hour race and 
 
3. The Krabrally in De 
Panne 
 
Well I did the first of 
these in 2004 and as I 
don’t sail Class 3 I am 
not I am not planning 
to do the second, that 
left the Krabrally an 
event I have wanted to 
do for several years.  
So as the European & 
World Championships 
would be held on this 
beach I wanted to 
practice here on at 
least one occasion 
during the year and I 
knew that I was not 
available to attend 
either of the two May 
events which some British 
Standart pilots are planning to 
attend, so 2010 was my year to 
attempt what I think is the 
longest Landyacht race in 
Europe. 
 
I did not know quite what to 
expect, I understood that the 
race would be from De Panne 
in Belgium to Dunkerque in 
France.  The pre-race 
information sent by the 
organising club ZC De Krab 
stated: “Traditionally the rally is 
an endurance non-stop race 
over more than 60km open to 
Classes 2,3,3R,S,5 and 5P. 
Briefing was to be at 8am 
Saturday 20th March and at 

8.30 on Sunday for regular 
racing.” 
The previous weekend had 
been the first British event of 
the year and the first 
opportunity I had had to sail my 
Standart yacht in 5 months so I 
was glad to blow the cobwebs 
away, excises my muscles and 
check that the yacht was in 
working order.  It’s a good job 
that I did because I discovered 
that the zip in my sail was 
about to give way, not 

surprising as I realised it was 
about 7 years old.  Thanks to 
Rhys for lending me his spare 
sail I was still able to compete 
in the race. 
 
I had little concept as to what a 
non stop race of over 60km (40 
miles) would entail.  I asked 
Gareth Rowlands the only 
other Brit I knew had 
registered, what he knew about 
the event.  I did not realise that 
he had been a past winner of 
the event completing a lap in  
record time.  He informed me 
that the beach was typical of 
De Panne with a series of long 
hard banks, warning me that 
many of them were covered in 
sharp broken shells.   

I considered that whilst 
everyone entering a race 
should do so with the intension 
of winning there can also be 
other objectives.  Mine were to 
complete the race without any 
breakdowns, in particular I did 
not want to suffer any 
punctures, so I took a strategic 
decision to use my stronger 
airfield tyres on the rear 
wheels; when I have sailed at 
De Panne in the past I have 
use tyre pressure much higher 

than on the beaches in 
Britain, so this would give 
me the opportunity to try 
out a stronger tyre in a 
competitive event. 
 
Unfortunately due to last 
minute work commitments 
Gareth could not attend, 
however Tim Spears 
following his transfer to 
Class 3 took the 
opportunity to try out his 
new yacht against an 
international field. 
 
I knew from previous 
events in Belgium that 
when the they state that 
briefing will be ‘8am on the 
beach’ that is exactly what 
they mean and you must 

be ready to sail, so I was ready 
and eager at 8am to see how 
the race would be organised, I 
had packed a small tool kit in 
the rear of the seat to ensure 
that I was ready for almost any 
eventuality.  This seemed to 
amuse some of the locals who 
just said sail as normal and 
hope nothing breaks. 
 
Christopher Peirs was the 
Sailing Master he explained 
the course; very simple 
actually; from a starting ‘box’ 
head as far northeast as you 
can sail to Koksijde turn land to 
sea head southwest to 
Dunkerque as far as the beach 
goes to the second marker and 
then head back to De Panne.   
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Only one lap (I understand that 
some year it’s a 2 lap race, 
presumably depending on the 
wind conditions) there were no 
hazards reported.  Race 
marshals were to patrol the 
beach as was a first aid 
vehicle. The wind was quite 
light in a north-easterly 
direction off the land with the 
forecast of strengthening winds 
later and it was a pleasant 
warm and dry day.    
 
Christopher explained that 
each pilots would start at 30 
second intervals, the running 
order would be Promo, Class 
5, Standarts, Class 3, Class 2 
and ‘others’ for those who had 
registered before the event and 
then repeating that running 
order for those who registered 
on the day.  My starting 
position was 17th midway 
through the Standart fleet.  
This suited me as I would be 
able to follow other yachts and 
judge how well (or how badly) I 
was doing. 
 
As the first Promo yacht was 
about to start I realised that I 
had left a small bottle of water 
which I had planned to take 
with me in the car which was in 
the car park.  It would be 8 
minutes to my start, should I go 
and collect it?  No; none of the 
experienced pilots in this race 
appeared to do be doing 
anything different to what they 
would in a ‘normal’ race so I 
decided to wait in the orderly 
line of yachts which was 
forming, rather than doing a 
sprint to the car and missing 
my starting position. 
 
All the yachts in front of me 
started by heading towards the 
sea and tacking back across 
the wind to build up speed; I 
decided it was the most logical 
route to follow.  As I started I 
could see a couple of 
Standarts in front of me so I 

could judge my performance 
against theirs.  After 3 or 4 
minutes I decided that I was 
not making any headway in 
catching them, if anything I 
was losing a bit of grounds 
when a Standart passed me 
closely followed by another, 
which was a bad sign at such 
an early stage in the race; I 
was lacking yacht speed and 
because of the wind direction I 
was unable to use the hard 
tyres to advantage on the long 
hard banks.  The buildings 
were causing a wind shadow 
across the beach as I tacked 
downwind to Koksijde. 
 
The Sailing Master had said 
that I would know where the 
turning marker was as it would 
be positioned just before the 
sea-break at the highest point 
one can sail up the beach.  As 
it was I had no difficulty in 
locating it as by this time I had 
caught some of the Promo 
yachts up, there were a few 
Standarts around me although 
the field was stretching out and 
the Class 3’s were picking their 
was through the obstacle 
course of slower yachts.  All 
yachts were observing the 
rights of way/sailing rules and 
there was plenty of space on 
such a large beach. 
 
As I rounded the marker Tim 
Spears the only other Brit 
passed me in his new Class 3 
yacht.  As we started this long 
leg to Dunkerque which was 
heading slightly into wind all 
classes of yacht were able to 
sail along the banks a little.  I 
tried following Tim for a few 
hundred yards even trundling 
past the odd Class 3 yacht, but 
I kept needing to tack across 
the ripples and through shallow 
water (there was plenty of 
room to avoided the water 
which looked to be wider and 
deeper) to try and build up 
yacht speed.  On this long 

downward leg approximately 
30km (longer when you are 
tacking) I never built up the 
speed to what I anticipated I 
should have done.  By this time 
all I could see was 2 or 3 other 
Standarts.  Sometimes I 
gained considerable distances 
on them whilst at others they 
disappeared into the distance.  
The bank closest to the shore 
occasionally had soft sand and 
I tried to avoid going too far 
over it if the tracks of other 
yachts appeared to stop 
abruptly, but occasionally it 
caught me out and I had to 
push start again.   
 
In the area away from the 
towns the wind was blowing 
more constantly and I 
occasionally got a better run.  
In the distance I could see a 
bunch of yachts that appeared 
to be making little headway.  I 
sheeted in harder and 
accelerated, at last I was going 
to catch other yachts and 
overtake them.  Unfortunately 
as I approached I realised that 
they were from another yacht 
club probably Bray-Dunnes 
having a lesson on the beach. 
 
As I continued down the 
beach, I did start to see other 
yachts and they were coming 
into view very quickly, this was 
because they were on the 
return leg whilst I was still 
heading away from De Panne.   
 
I had looked at the course on 
Google Earth Maps before the 
event and knew that the 
turning marker would be 
immediately before the sea 
wall at Dunkerque with the 
docks immediately beyond it.  
The beach widened out as I 
approached Dunkerque and to 
my surprise I was not alone; I 
could see 2 other Standarts 
which seemed to be too far out 
to sea in what I thought was a 
mass of ripples.  I think that I

I don’t normally draw attention to the last person in a race, 
however I consider this to be a real achievement in terms of 
perseverance, well done Tom, I assume that you must have 
been battling against an incoming tide by the end of the race.  
I hope that there were some people at the finish line to cheer 
you over and acknowledge this achievement.

How did that happen? I was neck and neck with Pierre at the 
far turning marker, and I overtook a yacht shortly before the 
finishing line: 
Remember the start; I started 17th, 8 minutes after the first 
yacht, Pierre started 53rd, 26 minutes after the first yacht and 
the yacht I overtook finished in 1hr 59 mts 14 sec after the 
adjustments 1 minute and 41 second faster than me!

was going faster than both of 
them.  Now where was the 
turning marker?  I lifted my 
goggles off at this l point as the 
vision was poor going through 
a rippled area holding small 
pockets of water.  I had noticed 
that some of the local pilots 
use visors instead of goggle so 
that they can flip the visor 
down when required.  When I 
could see clearly I was 
surprised to see a very large 
ship immediately in front of me; 
presumably on the other side 
of the sea (dock) wall it 
certainly looked at impressive 
sight.  So the turning marker 
must be close; I noticed a car’s 
lights flashing a little closer 
inland which was obviously the 
point I needed to head 
towards.   
 
As I approached the marker 
Pierre Nyssens in another 
Standart rounded the marker a 
few seconds before me.  What 
a relieve I was not alone on 
this massive expanse of sand!  
I tried to follow Pierre but he 
had yacht speed over me and 
was able to sail for long 
periods down the hard banks, 
whilst I still had to tack to gain 
speed and at points I was 
grinding to a halt.  After leaving 
the built up area surrounding 
Dunkerque the wind suddenly 
appeared to become stronger 
and more constant and for the 
first time in this race I felt the 
sail had power and was driving 
the yacht forward.  It 
accelerated to the fastest 
speed experienced during the 
race; I was sailing slightly 
downwind and am aware that 
in such conditions I often sheet 
in too hard so I tried my best to 
maintain the speed, heading 
out towards the middle and 
outer banks to ensure the 
cleanest airs.  This run made 
the whole race worthwhile for 
me as I maintained a high 
speed for what I estimated was 

15 miles.  In the distance I 
could see what appeared to be 
a mini yacht coming down the 
beach; was it Andy Parr as a 
late entry? No it was a yacht 
from the sailing school passed 
on the way down the beach.  
In the distance I could see 
another Standart on the inner 
bank with far less speed than 
me and in the distance the 
skyline of De Panne was 
coming into view.  I kept to the 
middle bank and headed for 
home crossing to the finish line 
on the inner bank in the last 
few hundred yards.  The last 
third of the race had been 
exhilarating, I had completed 
the race without any 
breakdowns and felt 
surprisingly fresh considering 
that I had sailed for 

approximately 2 hours; a long 
time for one lap! 
I was not sure what to expect 
for the rest of the event, I 
understood that there would be 
a briefing at 8.30am the 
following morning and of 
course there was the 
customary ‘evening do’ to be 
held in the club house that 
evening.   
 
Congratulations to the 
organisers of this event, the 
‘evening do’ was excellent and 
free for pilots which is always a 
bonus for a Yorkshire man.  
The evening do was a sit down 
meal of Coq-au-Vin and baked 
potatoes at the clubhouse 
which was organised, prepared 
and served by many of the 
younger members of the club.

Briefing on Sunday was as you 
would expect for 3 ‘normal’ 
races.  The wind was stronger 
but it was bitterly cold during 
the first race. Promos and 
Standarts raced 
together 
followed by 
Classes 2 & 3 
together. 
 
By this time I 
had changed 
my tyres back to 
the normal 
beach slick as 
there was no 
point in 
persevering with 
the hard wall 
road tyres.   
 
The Promos 
started a minute 
behind the 
Standarts and by about the 
halfway stage in the first race I 
started catching up the 
Promos.  Each time I was 
ready to overtake one there 
seemed to be a hazard such 
as deep water (as per the pool 
on the front cover photo) small 
gullies or a turning marked.  
On one occasion I was in the 
process of deciding whether I 
could overtake a Promo on the 
windward side and enter the 
orange zone before them or 
whether I needed to pass on 
the leeward side without 
infringing the orange zone 
rules when the leading Promo 
yacht shot past both me and 
lapped the slower Promo.   
 
The racing was close on a 
comparatively small course, 
although in most races I could 
see very few positions change 
after the first lap.  
 
Tim stayed for just the first of 
the Class 3 races finishing in 

10th place in a field of 21 
yachts in that race but then he 
had to leave early due to work 
commitments. 
 
Just before one of the races 
another pilot pointed out that I 
had a puncture in my front 

wheel; an unusual event 
however I understood that 
there were many similar 
punctures that day.  Closer 
inspection after returning home 
revealed that the tyre had 
many minute pieces of sharp 
shells embedded in the tyre 
presumable from yesterday’s 
long rally, so perhaps it had not 
been a mistake to use the 
stronger rear tyres.  With a little 
help from the Belgium pilot 
Thierry Kaisen we quickly 
managed to replace it with my 
spare and I managed to be 
ready for the next race. 
 
Class 2 pilots Henri 
Demuysere B15 was the 
unluckiest pilot winning the 
rally and the first race and then  
reduced his axle to matchwood 
after an incident in the 
following race.   
Although Jean Philippe 
Krischer does not appear on 
the result sheet he did 
competed in the races on 

Sunday; sail number 11 in the 
photo above.  Closer 
inspection of the luff pocket 
reveals a prototype 
sail/cambers.  JPK results 
were 15, 5 and final 3 possible 
indicating that the tuning of the 
sail was in progress throughout 

the day.  
There were 
trophies for the 
(long) Krabrally 
and 1st, 2nd, 3rd 
for the whole 
event including 
the rally which 
could not be 
discarded (ie 
the discard 
could be the 
worst of the 3 
shorter races)  
 

British 
Championship 

events 
previously 

included a 
longer race which could not be 
discarded.  Overall I enjoyed 
the event and would 
recommend it to others.
